Dear Memorial Community:        

 

Welcome to the 2019-20 school year!  I hope your summer has gone well and I hope you all have 

had time to relax.  We’re looking forward to another successful year.  In this packet you will find 

information and details for enrollment at Memorial High School.  We ask that you take the time to 

read this so you and your student will know which documents and fees are required when you enroll, 

and have a general understanding of how we can work together to get students off to a great start.  
 

All incoming Freshmen and new students will become part of a Neighborhood as they enter 

Memorial, with other students across grades 9 through 12.  Assistant Principals and Student Services 

staff are assigned to Neighborhoods, not grade levels.  These individuals will be with you and your 

family for all of your years at Memorial, and they will available during our enrollment sessions for any 

questions you might have. 
 

We will do our best to make the enrollment process run as smoothly as possible. Please understand 

that there are occasionally some unforeseen circumstances that result in backups, so please plan 

accordingly in terms of the time you are setting aside for this task. 
 

Freshmen families, please note that Tuesday, September 3rd will be for 9th graders ONLY.  Madison 

Metro buses are free for students the first couple of days, and you can check their website for exact 

routes and schedules.  The day will begin at 8:15 am, with students gathering in the cafeteria and 

commons.    We’ll start with a Freshmen class assembly, a tour of the building, and meetings with 

administrative staff.  Lunch is free, and will be provided for 9th grade students.   Students will go 

through a shortened version of their regular class schedule, and will meet their teachers and hear 

more about what lies ahead in each course, with the day ending at 3:37.  Students should bring their 

schedules and student IDs from enrollment, but they won’t need any other school supplies that day.  

Students should, however, have a set of notebooks and folders or binders for each class as their basic 

school supplies for the year.  
 

All students new to Memorial in grades 10-12 will meet with Assistant Principal Ben Radloff in the 

Auditorium on Tuesday, September 3rd from 1:30-3:37 p.m. Classes for all students will begin on 

Wednesday, September 4 from 8:15 a.m.-3:37 pm, which is our regular schedule.

STUDENT ENROLLMENT 
 
Students are able to enroll on either Friday, August 16 or Tuesday, August 20.   Families can enroll all students 
on the same day.  Students planning to be absent for any reason during enrollment may enroll by proxy (a 
friend or family member) or may enroll on the first day of school.  The schedule for enrollment is:

The lines are always longest at earliest enrollment times, so plan accordingly.  The school nurse will be 
available during enrollment or call 663-6071.  The school cafeteria staff will also be available. 
 

Online Enrollment for the 2019-20 School Year 
 
1. Locate your Infinite Campus username and password to access the online enrollment system.  
 (visit mmsd.org/lostpassword to fill out a form to receive an email with your username and/or password 
 if you do not remember your password) 
 
2. Fill out the yearly enrollment information and pay fees online by visiting mmsd.org/enroll beginning on 
 August 6. 
 
3. Complete the process at your school during the enrollment dates in August. Read the “Paperless August 

Enrollment for Continuing Students” (mmsd.org/paperless) section to take advantage of the paperless 
initiative.  
What to bring if you are a new student or have changes to some of the information in your 
application: 
• Verification signature page and fee receipt, printed at the end of the online enrollment process. 
• Free/reduced lunch application number if you have one. 
• Verification of your address (gas/electric bill, lease or mortgage) if your address has changed.

You may choose to complete all enrollment steps at your school on your designated enrollment day, but 
enrolling online ahead of time will help make the school enrollment process go more smoothly.  If you do not 
know or remember your Infinite Campus user name or password, make sure to use the e-mail form at 
mmsd.org/enroll so you have it before going to school. 
 
 
SCHEDULE CHANGES WILL BE MADE ONLY FOR THE FOLLOWING REASONS: 
 

• Errors made by the school, 

• Simple drop when no other changes are needed and the student does not fall below a minimum class load, 

• Teacher-recommended level changes, 

• Fulfilling graduation requirements for seniors, 

• Students who have previously failed a course with a specific teacher may request not to study with that teacher 
again:  however, no specific teacher may be requested, and 

• Changes necessitated by enrollment in alternative programs. 
 
SCHEDULE CHANGE PROCEDURE 
 
Please note that schedule changes can only be made on the day of enrollment.  You may request changes 
according to the reasons listed above.  Requests must be made in person.  Once made, changes are final.  If you 
decide to have someone else pick up your schedule for you, and that person requests that allowable changes be 
made, those changes too are final. 
 
Parents and students may contact their Neighborhood Principal if they feel that an unusual set of circumstances 
might warrant an appeal of the above guidelines. 

 
FEE SCHEDULE 
 
Parents/Students must bring the correct cash amount or a check to cover fees, optional athletic card, optional 
yearbook and any outstanding obligations from the previous year.  Checks should be made payable to James 
Madison Memorial High School or JMM and must be signed by a parent or guardian.  On-line payment of fees is 
available this year.  Information will be in Infinite Campus. 
 
Obligations from the previous school year must be taken care of when the student enrolls.  These cannot be carried 
into the 2019-20 school year.

Chromebooks will be distributed to ALL students at JMM during enrollment on August 16th and 
20th.  They will receive a Chromebook and charger to take home for the school year.  Students 

will be expected to bring a charged Chromebook to school every day. Students will go through 
enrollment and receive their new student ID for 2019-20.  Students must present their ID and complete the 
District Device Agreement to receive their Chromebook – parents at enrollment without their student will be 
unable to pick up the Chromebook.  More information about this district initiative can be found at

Parking permits for seniors/juniors will be sold to seniors/juniors on a first-come, first-serve basis during 
enrollment on Friday, August 16th between 11:00 a.m. - 6:00 p.m. or Tuesday, August 20th between  
7:30 a.m. - 1:00 p.m.  To be eligible to purchase a parking permit, students must have and be able to produce a 
valid driver’s license and provide information regarding the car, including make/model and license plate 
number.  Permits will NOT be sold to students who do not have a valid driver’s license. 
 
The FEE for parking permits will be $40.  Only one permit will be sold per family. Because the demand for 
parking at Memorial is significant, parking regulations will be strictly enforced at all times.  Parking tickets are 
issued for rule infractions.  Once given, tickets cannot be revoked. 
 
FEE WAIVER POLICY AND PROCEDURE 
 
To encourage all students to participate in all school activities, regardless of the family’s financial situation, it is 
the policy of the Board of Education to waive the payment of part or all of student fees if the student or the 
student’s parent/guardian demonstrates an inability to pay such fees, with the exception of the optional fees 
listed above. 
 
Requests for waivers should be directed to the Rock Neighborhood Principal, Lorie Wesolek.  She will 
determine ability to pay the fee by considering factors that include, but are not limited to, student eligibility for 
Free and Reduced Lunch or AFDC.

EARLY COLLEGE CREDIT OPTIONS 
 
Start College Now (SCN) allows high school students the opportunity to take college courses at Wisconsin 
Technical Colleges. The process is very similar to Youth Options. Statute 38. 12 (14) outlines the aspects of 
the program. Students looking to take courses in the fall semester must turn in the application to their high 
school representative by March 1 of each year. For spring semester courses, the deadline for submission to 
their high school representative is October 1 of each year.

Program Specifics: 
• Courses requested CANNOT be similar or equivalent to courses offered by the district 
• Student may take up to 18 credits; no more than 2 courses at a time 
• Grades 11 & 12 only 
• Fall & spring semesters only; no Summer option 
• Student MUST meet pre-requisites outlined for each course 
• Processed within MMSD by the Office of Personalized Pathways

•  
The Early College Credit Program (ECCP) allows high school students the opportunity to take college 
courses at Wisconsin public (University of Wisconsin) and private universities. The process is very 
similar to Youth Options. Statute 118.55 outlines the aspects of the program. Students looking to take courses 
in the fall semester or over summer, must turn in the application to their high school representative by March 
1 of each year. For spring semester, the deadline for submission to their high school representative is October 
1 of each year.

Program Specifics: 
• Courses requested CANNOT be similar or equivalent to courses offered by the district 
• Student may take up to 18 credits; no limits number of courses at a given time; however, UW will limit to 1 

course at a time in most cases, 2 in rare cases with previous successful completion 
• Grades 9-12; however, most universities will have restrictions for Grade 10 or lower (unless there are                    

extenuating circumstances) 
• Fall, spring, and summer courses are available under the program 
• Student MUST meet pre-requisites outlined for each course 
• Processed within MMSD by the Office of Personalized Pathways

CREDIT FOR NON-MMSD COURSES 

 
In some cases high school credit will be granted for pre-approved educational experiences undertaken 
outside the MMSD.  In ALL cases, the student must receive prior approval from both their 
Neighborhood Principal and the chair of the Memorial department to which the non-MMSD 
educational experience is related.   
 
NOTE:  Requesting a course via the Youth Options Program and having that request denied by MMSD 
does not constitute prior approval.  Students must obtain prior approval as outlined above before the grade 
and credit for the course can be included on their transcript; grades will not be counted in your GPA. 
 
Students who do not receive prior approval may request to have educational experiences listed on their 
transcripts, but no credit will be granted for these experiences. 
 
Credits earned for graduation will consist of Carnegie Units awarded by MMSD high schools or other 
accredited high schools in which students were physically enrolled.  Credits will also be granted for the 
state-mandated extensions of MMSD credit, such as Youth Options Program credits or Youth 
Apprenticeship Program credits.  Credits awarded by any other institutions or because of a court mandate 
may continue to be listed in an appropriate fashion on the summary of courses taken.  However, no credit 
will be granted by the District, and the grade will not be calculated into the GPA.

Welcome to Memorial Athletics 
 
Below is information for all students interested in participating in WIAA interscholastic athletics at 
Memorial High School during fall, winter, or spring seasons.  We look forward to having another 
successful year with our student athletes.  Please make sure to complete all requirements prior to 
the season to insure full participation opportunities.  We do have a few sports that have limited 
spots so it is important that student-athletes are prepared to start on the first day and do not miss 
time in-season. 
 
1. The Spartan Sports Kick-off meeting will be Thursday, August 1st, 6:30-8:00pm, at Memorial High 

School.  At this time we will go through the required forms for participating in the 2019-20 school year 
and meet with coaches for sport specific information.  The meeting will cover the Athletic Code as well 
as student-athlete and parent responsibilities to the Code, school, and team.  All Memorial students 
who wish to participate in a WIAA sport during the 2019-20 school year must attend with a parent.  

 
2. Everyone who participates in interscholastic athletics, cheerleading, or pom pon must have a physical 

examination the first year out and then on alternating years thereafter.  This examination must be 
attested to with the signature of a licensed physician or nurse practitioner or physician’s assistant on 
the WIAA physical examination form (or green card).  Physicals should be obtained as soon as 
possible, BUT MAY NOT BE TAKEN BEFORE APRIL 1 for any upcoming school year.  The reverse 
side of the green physical card is the parental permission form, which must be signed by parents to 
allow athletic participation for their children. 

  
 On alternate years the alternate year form or (yellow card) is all that is required. 

 
As has been indicated above, all cards require more than one signature and cannot be accepted with 
less than the required number.  You must also indicate the county and state in which you were born—
very important for eligibility. 

 
Properly completed cards should be turned in to your coach at the August 1st meeting. 
 

The green WIAA Physical Examination form is for freshman and can be printed on the Athletics or 
WIAA page or picked up at your doctor’s office.  They may also be obtained from the Athletic Office 
during summer office hours of 8 am-4 pm. 

 
3. It is also required that you remit an athletic participation fee for EACH sport, which is paid after 

final rosters have been determined and before the first date of competition.  As of this printing, fees will 
be $115 for all sports with the following surcharges:  Golf - $118.00; Gymnastics - $100.00; Wresting - 
$100.00; and Hockey - $800.00.  There is a family cap of $500.00 not including surcharges.  No 
refunds after the first date of competition.

The Columbia Depression Scale is a 22-item paper and pencil questionnaire which takes about 10-15 minutes to 

complete.  If the answers to the screen indicate a probable emotional health concern, your child will meet with a 

Memorial support staff member.  You will be contacted immediately after the discussion if a probable emotional 

health problem is identified. 

 

The general results of the Columbia Depression Scale are confidential and will only be shared with you, your 

child and the support staff team.
